YORKIES  and their T-E-E-T-H
A very common problem with Yorkies is their teeth. The smaller the Yorkie the bigger the problem. 

Any anaesthetic carries a risk to your pet.  Your vet should check your dogs teeth on its annual visit for inoculations etc.  He will suggest having the animals teeth scaled if he thinks it necessary to avoid tooth loss, remove decayed teeth and to prevent a smelly breath (Unpleasant to owner)

A few suggestions to help prevent tooth decay:
Feed  ONLY  dry kibble (Dog food)  Plenty of water available at all times.

NO  soft food.  No chocolate, cake, table scraps etc.  

NO  chicken or chop bones.  These are highly dangerous and can lodge in your animals throat, intestine, etc causing death or unnecessary surgery which could be life.

threatening.

Weekly feed a shin bone- not too small.  The dog will spend a lengthy period of time trying to bite off the tiny bits of meat left on the bone. (Do not give bones with large chunks of meat attached, this could choke a Yorkie) 

Hoofies (Can be a little smelly) but work wonders with teeth.  Let the dog chew it into oblivion.  

Bones & Hoofies definitely keep the bigger Yorkies teeth in excellent condition
.

The tinier Yorkies need a little more help.  Feed regularly, the bones mentioned,check their teeth for signs of decay or tartar build-up. Check tiny Yorkies teeth, when they change their teeth.  Some retain their canine teeth, and some have double sets of teeth.  These extra teeth must be extracted by your vet (Possibly at time of neutering/spaying – 6 months of age.)  If these extra teeth are not removed they will eventually cause damage to the permanent teeth. The very small Yorkies teeth are sometimes cleaned under sedation and not anaesthetic, consult your vet.

Do not ignore your pets teeth – tooth decay and teeth problems will eventually lead to ill health…… be a responsible owner.
